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LAKE CITY AIRPORT

The Lake City Municipal Airport is a publicly owned public use
airport located on a 1,240 acre parcel just east of Lake City
between U.S. 90 and SR 100 in Columbia County, Florida. The
combination of excellent airfield facilities, FBO services,
development parcels, as well as its immediate access to two
major interstates and other business advantages, make the
airport a convenient base for fliers and a strategic location

for business and industry.

Transportation Makes Accessibility Easy

Located between three of the highest
quality airports in the southeast (Jack-
sonville, Tallahassee and Gainesviile),
transected by two of the most important
interstate systems in the United States
(I-10 and I-75), with ease of access to
deep water ports and the Intercoastal
Waterway, and with rail support (as noted
below), transportation resources are the
most important attributes of Lake City
and Columbia County.

Highways and Interstates

One of the major strengths of Columbia
County is the fact that it includes two
major interstates and several excellent
U.S. highways. The county surrounds
I-10 which runs from Jacksonville to
Tallahassee, and then to the western
cities of Mobile, New Orleans, Houston,

San Antonio, Tucson and eventually, -

Los Angeles. This is clearly emerging
as the major commercial route across
the southern tier of states. Perhaps more
importantis the factthat|-75 runsthrough
the county presenting direct ties to cities
such as Tampa, St. Petersburg, Macon,
Atlanta, Knoxville, Cincinnati, Detroitand
numerous others. Further utilization of
either system provides direct access
to I-95, |-85, 1-81, and other highways.
Lake City and Columbia County have al-
ready begun to attract major distribution
companies, testifying to the excellence
of this transportation network. Finally,
the transportation options aside from
the interstates are very good with U.S.
90, U.S. 41 and U.S. 441.

Common Carrier Support
Common carrier support in the county
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is excellent. Between 30 and 60 carrier
firms serve the county, with many of
those being large interstate carriers.

Rail Transportation

Rail Transportation in Columbia County
is excellent with two of the most highly
regarded railroads, Norfolk Southern
and CSX, having main lines through
the county.

Air Transportation

An exceptionally wide range of flights
is available at Jacksonville (60 miles °
east). Very good connections are also
available at Gainesville (45 miles south)
and Valdosta (60 miles north). The Lake
City Airport, with a new 8,000 ft. asphalt
runway, has charter service available.

Water Transportation

The deepwater port of Jacksonville is
among the nation’s 22 largest container
ports and is easily accessible by I-10,
just 60 miles east.

Package Service

The county is served by all air freight/
package delivery firms such as Federal
Express, UPS, Purolator and numerous
others.
